G. (U) SURFACE CURRENTS: The northern Arabian Sea and Gulf of Aden currents are variable with most areas
having average speed of 1 knot. The Mozambique Channel currents are variable having an average speed of 2 knots.
Currents speeds along the Somali basin are northeasterly averaging between 1 - 2 knots.

H. (U) SYNOPTIC DISCUSSION: As the Northeast Monsoon becomes the dominant feature in the region; expect
increased winds and elevated seas in the Arabian Gulf, with isolated rain showers and thunderstorms.
