The Senate February 27 passed 627 by an 8@ roll call vote and sent to the conference with the
House. No changes were made in the version reported by the Senate Committee. The Senate rejected the
only floar amendment offered.

i.  The House by voice vote substituted the text of HF857 for that of S800, the Senate version of the
authorization bill, and sent 800 to conference.

j- The House passed S. 2950 amended and sent to conference with the Senate.
