S. 108 would allow the Seminole Tribe of Florida to sell, lease, or otherwise transfer any
property owned by the tribe that is not held in trust by the United States. Under current law,
the tribe must receive Congressional approval before such a transfer. Compensation for
transfers would be paid directly to the Seminole Tribe and such transactions would not affect
the federal budget.
